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LOVELOCK, NEV. IS A GATEWAY TO ADVENTURE

Outdoor Sports, Historical Sites Combine for Distinctive Getaway
LOVELOCK, Nev. – Crisp blue skies and compact sagebrush merge via a panorama of rolling, rocky mountains formations in the Nevada desert creating a landscape of wide-open vistas. Capturing this environment, nestled between the Trinity and Humboldt ranges, lies the oasis town of Lovelock, Nev., with its rich agricultural fields, storied past and outback spirit.   Adventurers looking for a lonesome trail, the next big fish or the solitude of a mountaintop after a technical rock crawl will find it just outside of this depot in the desert.

Hiking, Biking and Off-Road Activities

Lovelock owns a rich history as the Big Meadows, a resting place for emigrants on their way to California.  Now, the surrounding deserts and mountains serve as a playground for outdoor enthusiasts.  Dirt roads and trails crisscross the outback that wraps around Lovelock forming a sort of desert quilt with each seam leading to a new discovery.  Mountain bikers, ATV, off-road enthusiasts and even hikers can easily head out on a trail and stumble upon spectacular vistas, old abandoned mines and remnants of Nevada’s pioneer heritage.  Tufa formations, the rocky remnants of the long-dried Lahontan sea, emerge from the hillsides like giant desert coral and offer an impressive break in the landscape.  Desert springs and bands of wild horses and burros are a few more of the remarkable sights that travelers often stumble across in the wilderness outside town. 

Geocaching
Quickly rising in popularity, the adventure activity of geocaching has transformed the desert surrounding Lovelock.  More than 100 caches are hidden in the area with coordinates available online at www.geocaching.com.  
Fishing
Although water sports and fishing seem unlikely in a desert, Nevada’s Rye Patch State Recreation Area offers both just 22 miles east of Lovelock.  Fisherman are likely to pull any number of fish from the reservoir’s well-stocked waters, including walleye, wiper, rainbow trout, crappie, bass and channel catfish, depending on the season.  

Water Sports
Rye Patch State Recreation Area is also a summer destination for water sports.  Summer pastimes include boating, jet skiing, water skiing and swimming.  Shady coves along the shoreline create ideal locations for picnicking and camping.  

Bird Watching
Bird-watchers delight in the array of specimen found between Lovelock and Rye Patch State Recreation Area.  The desert areas are home to golden eagles, hawks and crows, while the reservoir marshes house white pelicans, white-faced ibis, black-necked stilt and several species of heron. 
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Lovelock serves as the ideal base camp for rugged outdoor adventure in Nevada.  Situated just off Interstate 80 and only 93 miles from Reno, overnight accommodations are available at nine locations including an RV park and campground.  RV travelers and campers can also find campsites with facilities at Rye Patch State Recreation Area.  Dining in Lovelock features eight restaurants including pizza and Mexican cuisine.
